Inc. and Scotia Capital Inc. and included Thomas Weisel Partners Canada Inc., GMP 
Securities L.P. and UBS Securities Canada Inc.  
 
The first cash distribution in which purchasers of the trust units offered will be eligible to 
participate will be for the month of April with a record date of April 30, 2009, which is 
expected to be payable on or about May 29, 2009. 
 
The units will not be registered under the U.S. Securities Act of 1933, as amended, and 
may not be offered or sold in the United States to any person absent registration or an 
applicable exemption from the registration requirements. This news release shall not 
constitute an offer to sell or the solicitation of an offer to buy nor shall there be any sale 
of the units in the United States.
